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  The Committee is happy to consider applications for full membership but applicants 
  M ust be aware that there may be no prospect of being able to berth their boats at 
  the club in the immediate future.
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Some of the things you may be able to assist the Club with. If you are an expert we don’t expect you to do it on your own, but to point our volunteers in the right direction.

Do remember volunteers need experts to guide their endeavours.

Working Parties: Large projects can be successfully completed if enough members are willing to help regularly over a short period. A good example is the palisade fencing, which was completed during the winter 2000-01. Many hands quickly assembled some 130 panels ready for the erection team.

Could you lend some muscle power to working parties?
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Regularly (e.g. the Slipway team).
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Periodically (for a major project like the fencing).            

Manning the Bar: The bar  is a useful source of revenue for the Club. It is not an onerous task to volunteer for a session (we would not roster you on Regatta Weekend for your taster!).

There are always people about who will help you when you start.

Doing a turn on the bar is a very good way of meeting members, and of getting yourself known.
